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THE REGULATIONS

1. Entry to the Festival is open only to amateurs with the exception of the Recital Class. The
term amateur shall mean the greater part of whose income is not derived from musical or
dramatic work.

2. Persons holding Professional qualifications of the recognised Music Colleges, including
Diplomas, will not be eligible to enter solo or duet classes in the Music Section, with the
exception of the Recital Class.

3. In ensemble and choral classes, all competitors must be bona-fide members of the group in
whose name they compete. Please be advised that the stated age restricti ons must be
adhered to.

4. Competitors may provide their own accompanist in all instrumental and choral classes. Vocal
classes must use the official accompanist except for classes (145, 148, 149 151, 152, 153,
154 & 155 only). Competitors wishing to use the services of the Festival Accompanists must
declare this intention on the Entry form. The Festival does not permit the use of recorded
music.

If the services of the Festival accompanist are required, one copy MUST be submitted with the
Entry and one additional copy brought on the day of competition for the use of the Adjudicator.
Where the services of the Festival accompanist are not required it will be necessary to provide
one additional copy on the day of competition only, for the use of the Adjudicator.

5. The edition and key of test pieces as stated must be used.

6. Time limits must be strictly observed, and the timing of own choice pieces must be
accurately stated on the entry form.

7. OWN CHOICE. The title of Own Choice pieces MUST be stated on the Entry Form.
Failure to do so will result in the Entry being returned.

No change of own choice pieces will be permitted , in accordance with the Performing
Rights Society Regulations. Set and Own Choice pieces are not to be repeated in different
classes.

8. Where the text of any performance includes swear words, other expletives and/or blasphemy
this must be indicated on the Entry Form and a copy of the FULL TEXT of the performance
submitted. The Executive Committee reserve the right to reject any material that it feels to be
unsuitable. This rule is made in case the relevant performance is scheduled at a time when
young people may be present in the audience.

NB - Where this rule is not adhered to the performance may be stopped and the
competitor disqualified.

9. Each performance must be carried out using the original music, however a photocopy may be
made for the use of the adjudicator. This copy cannot be returned and will be destroyed after
use. If the original music is not available a photocopy can only be accepted if prior permission
has been obtained from the copyright holder. This is a concession of the Music Publishers
Association and does not apply to photocopies for the Accompanist who MUST be
provided with the published copy at all times including practice purposes.

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10. All performances using music from shows in current production are subject to copyright law.
Songs from shows in current production may be sung as a concert item, i.e., with no costume
or movement without need for copyright permission. Where movement or costumes are
included in a performance copyright permission is required and the festival committee accepts
these entries on the basis that the appropriate copyright permission has been sought.

21. The decision of the Executive Committee in all questions or disputes arising out of, or not
provided for within these regulations shall be final.

22. The Executive Committee disclaim all responsibility for injury, damage or loss suffered by any
competitor or member of the audience, howsoever caused, except in so far as such
responsibility cannot be disclaimed for statutory reasons.

23. Further information on any matter can be obtained by writing to a Committee member,
enclosing a stamped addressed envelope.

24. The use of photographic and video equipment is prohibited.

THE CHILD PROTECTION POLICY

The safety of children and vulnerable adults is paramount, and all, without exception, have the
right to protection from abuse. All suspicions and allegations of abuse will be taken seriously
and responded to swiftly and appropriately and all the FestivalOs trustees, staff and volunteers
have a responsibility to report concerns.

Purpose and function

The purpose of the Festival is to advance the education of the public in the Arts, and in
particular the Arts of Music, Speech and Drama, by promoting and holding an annual
competitive Festival and presenting public performances, concerts and recitals. The Festival
provides a platform for amateur performance combined with an educational element from
professionals.

The Festival environment

The FestivalOs venue consists of school buildings, whichare accessible to the public. It is our
policy under the Protection of Children Act 1999 to involve parents/ guardians/carer's and
teachers in partnership with us in order to ensure, insofar as it is reasonably practicable, a
safe environment at the Festival.

To whom does this Policy apply?

This Policy relates both to children under the age of 18 years and to those vulnerable adults of
any age who are identified to the Secretary in writing prior to the Festival. In recognising the
needs of children from all ethnic groups and children who are disabled, the Festival actively
seeks to meet needs notified to the Festival by parents/guardians/carer® and/or teachers.

The Festival is run entirely by volunteers, and all jobs are reviewed in order to ascertain
whether they are required to undertake an enhanced disclosure from the Criminal Records
Bureau. All helpers will have brief job descriptions, be identified by a badge and have been
briefed about the terms of this Policy. A session coordinator, stationed at the FestivalOs
reception desk, acts as the contact point should any problem arise relating to matters covered
by this Policy and will be readily identified by a badge. All such problems will be taken
seriously, documented and dated, and dealt with privately and discreetly.

Preparation for attendance at the Festival

It is essential that parents/ guardians/ carers not personally attending the Festival with their
children be satisfied that their children will be accompanied and adequately supervised by
responsible adults acting on their behalf. The Festival volunteer staff will not undertake this
role. In the case of group entries (drama groups, choirs, orchestras etc) the group leader must
make parents of all children in the group aware of the above.

Performance and changing areas

It is emphasised that the statement above, Preparation for attendance at the Festival,
applies to performance and changing areas with responsibility remaining with the supervising
adults. Any property left unattended is not the responsibility of the Festival.

Photographs, videotapes and press photography

It is the policy of this Festival that no form of photography or video recording is permitted. In
the event of any press photographic publicity, permission of all parents/guardians/carers will
be sought beforehand. Any such photography will only be commissioned from an accredited
newspaper photographer and will only take place in the public arena.

The legislation and guidance that supports this policy

The Rehabilitation of Offenders Act 1974; The Children Act 1989; The Police Act 1997; The
Data Protection Act 1998; The Human Rights Act 1998; The Protection of Children Act 1999;
The Criminal Justice and Court Services Act 2000; The Children Act 2004; The Protection of
Vulnerable Groups Act 2006.

Policy review

The Festival organisers will constantly review this Policy making changes as necessary. In
doing this they will look to The British and International Federation of Festivals for support and
that body, in turn, will be advised by other agencies concerning good practice, most noticeably
the NSPCC and Arts Council of England policy guidelines.

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OUR FESTIVAL NEWS UPDATE

One hundred years ago, a group of Mexborough business and professional
people met to form a festival for music. The plan was to encourage local
school choirs and musicians to take part and for the general public to watch,
listen and enjoy.

The festival was a great success, local schools being given a Friday holiday for
the occasion, and it became an annual event. Over the years various venues
have been used, including the old Mexborough Grammar School, St Aiden's
Hall, The Schofield Technical College and Wath Comprehensive School.

It was originally named The Mexborough Music Festival, but in the 1950's
speech classes were introduced into the syllabus - albeit only six in number!
The name later changed to the Mexborough and District Music and Drama
Festival. By the 1990's, entrants were travelling from further afield, and
appropriately the festival was re-named The Don Valley Festival and held at
the University Centre, High Melton in the Doncaster Borough.

The festival continues to grow and change with the times, and now has over
150 classes in music, speech/drama and art.

The present committee is very proud to be a part of the centenary year, which
will be holding a celebratory concert at The Ivanhoe Centre, Conisbrough on
May 19th 2012. This event will include music from Strata Brass, Conisbrough
Musical Notes and performances by competitors from the festival.

The 2011 Male Voice Choir Gala Evening was a splendid event with
Saddleworth M.V.C winning first prize. Trophies were presented during the
evening to the overall winners of music, speech and art. The winner of the
music section was Maxine Taylor and for the second year running the speech
section winner was Lydia Georgiou. The Market Traders Trophy for Art was
presented to Harriet Gregory. The adjudicator's choice for competitors to
represent our festival at the bi-annual Yorkshire & Humberside Championships
in llkley in September 2011 were Ashley Garfit for music and Nathan Hirst from
the speech section.

We hope you enjoy our syllabus for 2012, and will gain pleasure and
knowledge from entering our celebratory festival.
